A total of five thousand and four doflars (35,004 00)
was paid out in prize money,

learning experience this past vear.

The Acts of the Board was read by Raynelle Lankford and there were no additions. Tt 13
printed in the 53" Annual Meeting Book.

Treasyrer: Zaida Swedberg referred the members 10 OverUnder Budzert for 2004-2005
which shows our total budget was $6,740, total expendures was 53,951 .24, leaving us
with 82,788 76 At that time, we had $3,111.56 in the savings account and a CD totaling
$5,092.78.
