MINUTES OF THE 54" ANNUAL MEETING OF ROANOKE VALLEY
USBC WOMEN'S BOWLING ASSOCIATION
MARCH 17, 2007

The Annual Meeting of the Roanoke Valley USBEC Women's Bowling Assodiation
was called to order by President Kathy Schlicht at the Lakeland Masonic Lodge in
Roanoke, Virginia on March 17, 2007 at 12:14 p.m. Kathy welcomed everyone
and thanked them for attending this meeting.

President Kathy Schlicht introduced the members of the Board of Directors that
were present. Betty Chocklett was bowling in a tournament, Francine Arrington
nad a last minute emergency, and Peggy Newman was unable to attend.

Kathy Schlicht advised we were going to defer the Sergeant-At-Arms report prior
to the elections. USBC put in a new rule that you do not need to do two reports
of attendance.

The RVWEA Board of Directors approved the minutes of the 53 Annual meeting
at the board meeting on March 11, 2006. Raynelle Lankford advised she could
read the minutes or entertain a motion to dispense with the reading of the
minutes. Mary Jo Lindsey made a motion to accept the minutes of the 53
Annual Meeting as written. Janet Green seconded the motion and the motion
was unanimoushy carried.

OFFICERS REPORTS:

President: Kathy Schlicht read her written report. She reviewead all that had
occurred since our last Annual Meeting:
March 25 through May 28, 2006 — hosted the 48" Virginia State
Championship Tourmament

Apnl 18, 2006 — received an Amended Certificate of Incorporation
from the State of Virginia

May 1, 2006 - received a certificate of Re-Charter from the United
States Bowling Congress (USBC). The Board was transitioned to the
new organization

August 7, 2006 — Workshops were held at each cenfer to distribute
League Kits

MNovember 4-5 and 11-12, 2006 — The City/County Tournament was held
in Vinton



Februany 23, 2007 = Hall of Fame Dinner Dance

The year has been a learning experience transitioning into the new quide fines of
USBC. Qur second USBC Mational Convention in Mashville. TN will be held the
end of March.

Kathy advised membership continues to decrease and partidipation in Annual
Meetings, Workshops and Tournaments is suffering.

Kathy thanked the RV USBC WBA Board for their hard work and dedication.

Assodiation Manager: Raynelle Lankford read her report. As of the Annual
Mecting we had 53 Winter Leagues and 19 Summer Leagues sanctionad with 3
total of 1226 members.

The 49" Virginia State Championship Tournament was held from March 25
through May 28, 2006. All the Board Members worked the tournament.

The 53" Annual City/County Tournament was held November 5 and & and
November 11 and 12, 2006. We had 37 enfries. The Board added $1000 fo the
prize: fund which gave a total of $6,116 to be paid out. A survey was conductad
to determine the interest in having one division with a handicap of 100%. There
were b4 voted for this and 57 against.

Raynelle thankad all the Board Members for their hard work and support and
thanked the members of the RV USBC WBA for their support.

Raynelle Lankford went over the RV USBC WBA Over/Under Budget. As of July
31, 2006 our budgeted income was $14,641.27. The disbursements were
$9,115.07. The balance in our savings account was $3,128.47. We have two
CD%5, one totals $5,241.26 and the other 7,000,

Our Profit & Loss Statement from August, 2005 through July, 2006 was
reviewed. We had a total income of £39.063.87. Our total expenses were
$32,938.14 leaving a net income of $6,125.73.

There were no guestions regarding the Budget or Profit and Loss statements,

Raynelle advised she could read Acts of the Board of Directors or entertain a
mioticn to dispense with the reading. Portia Hill made a motion that we dispense
with the reading of the Acts of the Board of Directors. Sandy Walters seconded
the motion. Mary Je Lindsey made a motion that we accept the Acts of the
Board of Directions. Jean Kennicutt seconded the motion and it was
Lunanimously carried.



Raynelle reviewed the RV USBC WBA Tourmament Account for November, 2006.
We received $9,389 and the Board added $1,000 to the prize fund for 3 total of
$10,389. Total dishbursements were £10,319.18 leaving a tournament account
balance of $60.82.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Audit: Mary Jo Lindsey advised she had nothing to add to her report. She
added that the mid-term gudit was done a couple of weeks ago.

Average Book: Zaida Swedberg didn't read her report. She thanked everybody
who participated, She advised signature sheets were already out and some of
them had been fumed back in. We have already collected $460 this year and
waiting on the other half of the sheets to be turned in.  Zaida advised we did
signature sheets for record keeping and to absorb the cost of printing the
Average Books and Annual Meeting Books.

Awards: Jane Neighbors indicated she had nothing to add to her report.

Budget: Kathy reviewed the 2005-2006 Budget. She advised the budget is no
longer done by a separate committes to do the budget: it is done by the
Assodiation Manager and then approved by the Board. Kathy acdvised there is no
longer a treasurer position. The Association Manager does that also. Next year
the budget will be included with the finandal reports.

Hail of Fame: Mary Jo had nothing to add to her report. She asked the
membership to try and submit a name for either Meritorious Service or Superior
Performance for our Hall of Fame. Kathy went over the forms to submit a name
and advised where they could be located at the Centers.  She also explained the
point system used for different categories.

Lane Certification:  Kathy read her report. She advised that the Lane
Certification Comimittee from both the men's and women's board is also the
committee responsible for putting together our Hall of Fame Dinner/Dance. The
centers pay for lane certification and the money is put into a Certification Fund
which is used for the Hall of Fame.

Legislative Committee: Mary Jo read her report. The present Bylaw, Article VI
Officers, Section A, President and Vice President was reviewed, The current
Bylaws state the officers of this association shall include a President, 1%, 2™ and
3" Vice Presidents. The Proposal is to delete the 3" Vice President and add a
Sergeant-Al-Arms, The Legislative Committee recommended approval of this
amendment. Laurie Zirkle made a motion to accept this recommendation. Janet
Greene seconded the motion and it was unanimoushy carried,



Minute Review Committes: Jean Kennicutt indicated she had nothing to add to
her report.

Parliarentarian: Many Jo had nothing to add to her report.

Senior Committee: Nancy Montgomery had nothing to add to her report. It was
noted that Lorraine Kinsey will represent the State of Virginia in Reno, NV in
June, 2007. She will be 89 years old on April 2, 2007,

Ways & Means Committes: Ann Paris indicated she had nothing to add to her
report. She indicated she has a table set up outside of the meeting room.  Ttems
are marked down to cost. These items would come in handy for anyone going to
Mationals,

Workshop: Raynelie indicated she had nothing to add to her report.

Virginia State Tournament: Zaida Swedberg indicated she didn't have anything
to add to her report.

OLD BUSINESS:

Kathy advised each year we have a2 Herm Buhles Foundation Committee. There
is a Blind Bowling Association in the Roanoke Valley., Our association raises
money to contribute to their association. We usually have a tournamient held in
February, where we bowl against the blind bowlers. All money raised goes
toward the blind bowlers. Ann Paris is the chairman this year and is working on
getting this together.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mational Convention: Mary Jo passed out handouts concerning proposed
amendments that will be voted on at the National Convention. She indicated
first she would like to go over BVL. It is for hospitalized veterans. In 1942 the
ladies in New York bought 3 bomber. Recently bowling lanes are available from
BVL to send to the service men in Irag & Afghanistan. These bowling lanes can
be purchased for $469,

The Mational Convention will be five at bowl .com. this year, There is an
emphasis on improving the fane conditions and the bowling ball this vear.

Therz will be-a National Youth Tournament in Buffalo, Mew York in July, 2007.
This will be a first.



The scholarship for Youth must be administered by the Matinal Crganizing Unit
of the USBC.  Mary Jo indicated her main concerm is that the men’s organization
Sponsors a scholarship tournament that does not go through the SMART
Program. The scholarship is governed by NCAA which is your Collegetic Athletic
Association. If the scholarship is not administered by the National Organization it
could make the bowler ineligible for any coliege award,

Youth are now allowed to accept up to $500 in merchandise. They can
participate in tournaments that pay more than $500 but they have to waive their
rights ta the prize.

Mary Jo went over the amendments to the bylaws which effect our assodiation.
Some of these were as follows:

One of the amendments is for a forced merger, one association for one
gecgraphic location. Roancke Valley would have only onie gssociation that would
serve men, women and children. Mary Jo indicated if this passes, we would
have no choice, we would have fo merge. She indicated she has no oroblem
with a merger; she doesn't like to have to be forced to do it

Another amendment is to change state dues not to exceed £3. USBC is going to
ask for a vote against this.

We were only allowed one delegate to the National Convention. Zaida was
originally elected to go, but is unable to go. Kathy will be our delegate.

Binki Teitlebaum asked the question about the possibility of submitting averages
to the secretaries by computer rather than the expense of having average books
printed. It was discussed and decided we could submit the average sheets ta
Laurie Zirkle to be put on our website, The secretaries can go to the website
and get the averages off there. With this being done, we ¢an reduce the amount
of the average books being printed.

Laune Zirkle asked the question about awards being issued for any local
tournaments. She said it was her understanding that awards for tournaments
were not being turned. She advised that Linda Shott had bowled a 739 set at
Vinton during a team tournament and she hadn't received an award. Kathy
aovised the procedure that should be followed is: the association that is
sponsoring the tournament has an awards chairman who has the responsibility to
make sure those awards are submitted to the proper area to be submitted for
recognization.

Kathy also advised the RV USBC WBA is going to sponsor a Mixed Tournament
on September 29 and 30 at Vinton Bowling Center. It will be doubles and teams.



Ann Paris, Sergeant-at-Arms, reported there were six (6) Officers, six (6)
Directors and twenty {20) Local Association Members in attendance for 3 total of
thirty-two (32 eligible to vobe,
