Board of Directors, subject to the approval of the membership at the 1st Annual
Meeting of the GRAUSBC membership.

MINUTES OF THE ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING
March 8, 2008

Kathy Schiicht, appointed by the Transition Committee to chair the meeting,
cailed the Organizational Meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. She welcomed everyone.
Ground Rules for the Organizational Meeting had been passed out and Kathy
advised she would like o entertain @ motion to accept the Ground Rules as
printed. Obenchain made a motion to accept the Ground Rules as printed and
Watson seconded the motion, the members unanimously approved. It was
noted that no discussion was held, so the Chairperson requested a discussion.

Del MacFall made a motion that an amendment be made to the imtial motion to
change the allowed time to speak on a subject from one minute to ten minutes.
Peterson seconded the motion. 8 members voted for this amendment.

The motion was defeated.

Obenchain made a motion to accept the Ground Rules as printed and Watson
seconded the motion, the members unanimously approved.

The first order of business was to review the Bylaws which had been passad out.
Kathy advised a lot of the Bylaws are established by USBC. There are certain
areas that we are allowed to fill in the blanks according to the organization.
Kathy advised she would refrain from reading the Articles that were standard
procedure for USBC.

Del MacFall objected to this. He advised he had spent an hour and a half with
WSBC on Friday, March 7, and was told we could modify anything in the Bylaws.

Kathy advised for example on Artidle II, Nonprofit Corporation, she doesnt
believe we need to have a first and second vote on that. There are certain items
that are standard by USBC that we are not allowed to change. It's a USBC
mandate per se. Kathy asked Mr. MacFall if he felt it was necessary to vote, to
have a first and second, on something that we couldn't do anything about.

Mr. MacFall said he would prefer we didn't.

Kathy advised if there was no objection, we would go through the Bylaws and
vote on those items only that we have control over. The ones we do not have
control over, we will by pass but we will cover each one accordingly.

The first paragraph under Introduction is standard USBC protocol; we have no
control of that.



Article 1, this is the first thing to vote on. The name of the organization is the
Greater Roanoke Area USBC, Inc. That is the name the ransition commitiee has
suggested.

Kathy advised all of this came about when the women’s and men’s association
voted to merge. A transition committee was created. They were given the job
of trying to come up with suggestions and some bylaws for the new
organization. These bylaws were created by the transition committee with
approval from USBC.

Mary Stewart made a motion to accept our new name, Greater Roanoke Area
USBC. Ken Curtis seconded the motion. There was no discussion. The
members unanimously approved.

Article IT — Nonprofit Corporation and Charter — has been given to us by USBC
and cannot be changed by us.

Article III — Purpose is standard given by USBC.

Del MacFall advised he had called USBC and gone over in detail with them and
suggested some changes. He moved to modify the proposed bylaws Article 11
as follows:

Replace 2 with "The primary efforts of the directors of the association
Shall be to promote the game and sport of American Tenpins.”

Renumber 3 to Number 5

Add NMumber 3 as follows: "To conduct such activity as necessary to
guarantee the integrity of the sport to Olympic standards in every respect
for any sanctioned bowling.”

Add Number 4 as follows: "The association has the obligation of serving
the bowiers. The failure of a director, manager or officer to resolve
satisfactorily within the published quidelines, an issue brought to their
gttention by 3 member bowler is cause for dismissal or impeachment.”

Richard Calhoun asked if Mr. MacFall had any printed documentation from USBC
confirming his conversations with USBC; had they sent him anything that he
could present to the members to support his argument.



Mr. MacFall advised that USBC was in a lot of trouble. They are in the process of
moving their headgquarters from Wisconsin to Texas and he advised that one half
of the staff would not be making this move with USBC.

Kathy advised Mr. MacFall that was not responding to Mr. Calhoun'’s question.

Mr. MacFall said the issue was that USBC was very pressed for fime and he
wasn't able to get anything in writing from them.

On Article III, Mr. MacFail listed the items he would like to have changed under
the title of Purpose. Kathy advised she would entertain a motion to accept Mr.
MacFall's changes.

Kathy read the changes presented by Mr. MacFall to the members Kathy
advised that due to Mr. MacFail making a motion to change Article III, she
needed a second on the motion. Doris Hansel seconded the motion.

Kathy asked if there was any discussion. Doris Hansel indicated that what Mr.
MacFall was purposing would only strengthen what we already have.

Laura Griffith advised she felt the wording that was already in the bylaws was
approved by USBC and she didn't see any need to change it.

Kathy advised we would take a vote on Mr. MacFall’s motion to change the
wording on Article III. - Thirteen members voted yes. The rest of the members
opposed the motion. The motion failed.

On Article IV, Membership and Dues, Kathy read the first two paragraphs under
this section and advised there was nothing that could be changed. The local
dues will be 8, State $1 and USBC $10. The youth local is $2, state $0.50 and
USBC £9.50.

Del MacFall moved to modify Article IV as follows:

Change the adult dues to a maximum of $5.25 and the state dues to a
maximumn of $0.50.

Kathy advised the members that Mr. MacFall had made a motion to change the
adult dues from %8 to $5.25 and to adjust the state dues from $1 to $0.50.

Kathy advised Mr. MacFall that we could not change the state dues. That is a set
structure, we have no control over it. We will have to null and void that part of
the motion. '

Doug Phillips seconded the motion to change the adult dues from £8 to $5.25.



Kathy asked if there was any discussion. Zaida Swedberg asked what Mr.
MacFalls’ reasoning for this change.

Mr. MacFall advised he had done research through USBC with other locations and
found out the average charge by those associations was $5.25. Some were
higher and some were lower.

Kathy asked if there was any more discussion.

Richard Calhoun asked Mr. MacFall if he had any documentation supporting his
research, other than his good word.

Mr. MacFall said he thought his good word was being challegenad.

Kathy advised we would take a vobe on the motion to reduce the local dues from
£8 to $5.25. 9 members voted yes, the majority voted against the motion. The
motion failed.

Kathy advised she would entertain a motion to approve Arficle IV as written.
Ken Curtis made a motion to approve Article IV as writien, Zaida Swedberg
seconded the motion. There was a majority vote for the motion and it was
approved.

Article V Board of Directions, Kathy advised the total number of directors is 14
and the total number of board members is 18, the youth has 4 representatives
and that is 20%6 of the total number of board members.

Kathy advised she would entertain a motion to accept Article V, Section A,
Section B and Section C as written. Lee Griffith made a motion to accept Article
W, Sections A, B and C as written. Richard Jones seconded the motion, the
members unanimously approved the motion.

On Article V, Section D Tenmn, there was a change in what was mailed angd what
we have passed out today. The directors were changed into different groups.
Kathy advised she just wanted o make everyone aware of that.
Del MacFail made a motion to modify Article V, Section D Term as follows:
The term of & director shall be one year. No director may serve more
than two consecutive terms but may be reelected after being off the
board for one full year.

Richard Troxell seconded the motion.



Kathy opened the floor for discussion.

Laura Griffith wanted to know why Mr. MacFall felt a director should only serve
one term. A lot of the directors spend time away from their families with no fee,
they volunteer their time, they help run kids toumaments, there is no money
involved and it is hard to find people that have the extra tme.

Tina asked why, if you had someone spending a lot of time working hard, would
you force them off of the board before they can finish doing the service for the
bowlers.

Mr. MacFall advised this didnt mean that anyone could not volunteer for
anything, but they should just be allowed to be a director for one year. He
advised a director had an extra degree of power and new people should be
brought in.

Jane Neighbors advised the reason we dont have a turn over every year is
because you start back at zero every year. If you have ten directors and ten go
out and you get ten new ones, everything you have done in the past year has to
be gone back over. They may come up with some of the same ideas, and you‘ve
got to say, well we were already doing that. Any bowler out there can come ko a
director and say I think you need to try such and such. Just like at the Annual
Meeting, anybody can come in and say I would like to have certain things done.
(Time was called on Jane)

Sharon she said for the youth it is very imporiant that consistency is there. The
kids look for that each year. Some of the board members that have been on the
board for several years become a leader to the kids and the kids ook up to
them. It is important to keep the consistence there for the kid's sake.

Richard Troxell advised he had served on several boards himself and his idea or
suggestion would be to go with a two year term and stagger it.

Del MacFall advised he would not be opposed to changing his motion to serving
one two year term, staggered but would like to retain the part that would reguire
the board member that has served for two years to be off the board for one

year.
Robert Hexler second the amended motion.
Kathy asked for any discussion.

June Wilhelm asked if the person who seconded the first motion made by Mr.
MacFall would have to agree to amendment. Kathy advised he did not.



There being no further discussion, a vote was taken for the amended motion.
Eleven members voted yes, the majority opposed the motion and it failed to

pass.

Kathy advised she would entertain a motion to accept the original bylaw Article
V, Section D Term as written. Francine Arrington made the motion and it was
seconded by Misty Griffith. The members unanimaously approved the motion.

Kathy advised Article VI, Officers, Section C Term, the term is 3 years and would
entertain a motion to accept Article VI as written.. David Daniels made a motion
to accept Article VI as written. Mary Stewart seconded the motion.  There being
no discussion, a vote was taken and the majority approved.

Article VII Meetings, the only thing changed was under 7 Quorum, 30 members
constitute a quorum and 4 youth representatives constitute a quorum for youth
related elections and activities.

Dl MacFall advised under Virginia Law that doesn't fly. Virginia law requires a
percentage. Kathy advised that USBC doesn't require a percentage; they
recommend a number be used. Del MacFall advised a percentage is required by
Virginia Law.

Kathy advised she would entertain a motion to accept Article VII, Item 7 Quorum
as written. Jean Kennicutt made a metion that we accept it as written. Scott
Wright seconded the motion.

Kathy opened the floor for discussion.

Del MacFall advised the Statute was very clear under Virginia Law that a non-
profit corporation has to be represented by a percentage of the members in all
meetings.

Richard Calhoun requested written documentation from Mr. MacFall since it was
a Virginia law.

Mary Jo Lindsey advised this was an organizational meeting of 8 new corporation
not yvet approved by the State Corporation Commission.

Kathy acknowledged the comments that Mr. MacFall made about Virginia State
Law, and advised we would proceed with the way it is written.  Kathy advised
the bylaws had already been approved by USBC as writken. If USBC said we had
to use a percentage, they would have notified us and told us we had to use a
percentage rather than a number. Any USBC information reads, it is highly



suggested you use numbers rather than a percentage. Richard Calhoun asked if
once we approved everything, it would have to be submitted to the State
Corporation Commission and if anything was wrong they would let us know.

George Basham asked what was USBC's reasoning for using a number rather
than a percentage. Billy Paxton advised they use a number because the
membership number fluctuates so much.

Dl MacFail advised the bylaws are not filed with the Virginia State Corporation
Commission, the Charter is filed. The Charter is carefully reviewed. The bylaws
can be filed, but usually arenT. He acknowledges that USBC recommends that a
fixed number be used, however to be in compliance with the law we have to
have a percentage according to the Code of Virginia.

Mary Jo Lindsey asked Mr. MacFall for the Va. code number. He advised he was
going to look it up. Mr. MacFall was unable to locate the code number in the
aliotted time, so Kathy told him that any other business he had with regard to
corporation laws, will not be recognized by herself, the Chairman; and if he didn't
feel that was appropriate he could file a disclaimer or problem to USEC in
regards to this meeting. She advised she was not going to acknowledge any
more State Corporation Commission items 13.1.

Del MacFall requested a copy of the minutes of the meeting. Kathy advised the
minutes of the meeting would be sent to USBC and would be available to our
membership at any time 30 days after the meeting. She advised if he had any
problems with that, to call Kelly with USBC and file his protest.

Being was no further discussion; the members approved Article VII, Item 7
Quorum as written.

Article VII, Section B Board Meeting 10 board members constifute a guorum.
Biinki Teitlebaum made a motion to accept this as writken, Mary Stewart
secondad the motion. The members unanimously approved.

There was no discussion of Articles VIII and IX.

On Article X, Amendments, Item 2, amendments should be submitted in writing
at least 30 days prior to the membership meeting. Binki Teilebaum made a
motion to approve this Article. Jean Kennicutt seconded and the members
unanimously approved.

Article XT and Articlie XIT are standard.



A motion was made by Randy Austin that we accept the Articies that were not
discussed. Missy Griffith seconded the motion and the members unanimousty
approved.

Kathy opened the floor for discussion. One of the members indicated he hadn't
received notice of the meeting. Kathy advised notices of the meeting went out
to all ieague presidents and secretaries and they were supposad to notify
everyone. Another member suggested post cards be sent to each member
advising them of the annual meeting. Kathy advised this could be presented to
the new board.

Sheena indicated the notice of the meeting had been posted several places at
Hill Top and she felt the league secretaries had done a good job of letting people
know about the annual meeting.

June Wilhelm advised Nancy Montgomery had made several announcements at
Hill Top. Announcements were alse made at Lee Hi and Vinton.

A voting count was taken for a total of forty-one (41) men, thirky-nine {39)
women eligible to vote and also in attendance was one (1) quest.

Ballots were passed out to all members. Kathy advised no one was allowed o
leave the room while the balloting was being conducted. The first position was

President. Kathy tumed the floor over to Jane Neighbors.

Jane advised for position of President, Kathy Schiicht, was nominated. There
were no nominations from the floor; 2 motion was made to close nominations.
Kathy Schilicht was elected President by voice vote.

Kathy advised Mike Eckles was nominated for 1* Vice President. There were no
nominations from the floor; a motion was made to close nominations. Mike
Eckles was elected 17 Vice President by voice vote.

Kathy advised David Daniels was nominated for 2™ Vice President. Laura Griffith



nominated Curtis Roberts from the floor; his credentials were read by Eddie
Quinn on the Nominating Committee. There were no other nominations from the
floor. Kathy requested Curtis Roberts’ name be added to the ballot. The ballots
were collected by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the
counting. Seventy-five (75) ballots were cast, thirty-eight (38) were necessary
for election. Curtis Roberts had 39 votes, David Daniels had 35. There was one
illagal vote. Curtis Roberts was elected 2™ Vice President.

Kathy advised Ann Paris was nominated for Sergeant-At-Arms. There were no
nominations from the floor; a motion was made to close the nominations. The
Membership elected Ann Paris as Sergeant-At-Arms by voice vote,

Kathy advised we were now moving into the Election of Directors. Mr. MacFall
asked the guestion if the directors were all going to be voted on at once or
individually. Kathy advised they would be elected individually. She advised he
could nominate people from the floor.

For the Office of Director, one year term, Randy Austin was nominated by the
Mominating Committee. Mr. MacFall nominated Mark Sink and Doris Hansel to
be added to the ballot. Scott Wright was also nominated from the floor. A
motion was made and seconded to dose the nominations.  There were no
credentials presented for Doris Hansel. She was given time to speak. She
advised she had been bowling for four years. She is President of her current
league. She believes If we want to grow we need to change. Eddie Quinn on
the Nominating Committee read the credentials for Mark Sink and Scott Wright
which had previously been submitted. A member questioned allowing a nominee
without previous credentials, and was advised that at the present time the
organization does not have eligibility requirements. Kathy advisaed all four names
needed to appear on the ballots to make it legal. The ballots were collected by
the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the counting. Seventy-two
(72) ballots were cast; thirty-seven (37) votes were needed to be elected.
Randy Austin received twenty-seven (27) votes, Mark Sink four (4), Doris Hansel
five (5) and Scott Wright thirty-six (36). There not being enough votes to elect,
a second voke was taken, eliminating Mark Sink from the balict. The baliots
wiere collected by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the
counting. Seventy-one (71) ballots were cast; thirty-six (36} were needed to be
elected. Randy Austin received twenty-one votes (21), Doris Hansel five (5), and
Scott Wright forty-five (45). Scott Wright was duly elected Director.

For the Office of Director, one year term, Richard Calhoon was nominated by the
Nominating Committee. Mr. MacFall nominated Ken Curtis and Mark Sink from
the floor. A motion was made and secondad to close the nominations. Ken
Curtis gave g brief resume of his bowling experience. The names of Ken Curtis
and Mark Sink were added to the ballots. The ballots were collected by the



Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the counting. Seventy-one
(71) ballots were cast; thirty-six (36) were needed to be elected. Richard
Calhoon received sixty-four (64) votes, Ken Curtis three (3) and Mark Sink four
{4). Richard Calhoon was duly elected Director.

For the next Director position, one year term, Francine Arrington was nominated
by the Nominating Committee. David Daniels was nominated from the floor. His
credentials were in the Report fo the Delegate Book. David Daniels advised he
appreciated the nomination but would like to dedine. Mr. MacFall nominated
Robert L. Hudson from the fioor. Mr. Hudson presented his credentials. He
advised he had been in Roancke for three years. He came from Nevada where
he lived for 12 years. He was elected as a Delegate for Nevada Bowling
Association; he was Vice President for the Rio Grande League. He also held the
office as Secretary of a league and was on the Board. A mgotion was made and
seconded to dose the nominations. The name of Robert L. Hudson was added
to the ballot. The ballots were collected by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in
attendance for the counting. Sixty-eight (68) votes were cast; thirty-five
necessary to be elected. Francine Arrington received fifty-five (55) votes, Robert
L. Hudson thirteen (13). Francine Arrington was duly elected Director.

The next position for Director, Portia Hill was nominated for a two year term.

Mr. MacFall nominated Robert L. Hudson from the floor. Randy Austin was also
nominated from the floor. A motion was made and seconded to dose the
nominations. Robert L. Hudson and Randy Austin were added to the ballot. The
ballots were collected by the Tellers with the Pardiamentarian in attendance for
the counfing. Sixty-six (66) votes were cast; thirty-four {34) necessary to be
elected. Portia Hill received forty-nine (49), Robert L. Hudson six (6), and Randy
Austin eleven (11). Portia Hill was duby elected Director,

For a two year term as Director, Mike Lyle was nominated by the Nominating
Committee. Mr. MacFall nominated Robert L. Hudson and Mark Sink from the
floor. Robert L. Hudson dedlined. A motion was made and seconded to close the
nominations. The name of Mark Sink was added to the ballot. The ballots were
coliectaed by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the counting.
Sixty-four (64) ballots were cast; thirty-three (33) were necessary to be elected.
Mike Lyle received fifty-seven (57) voltes, Mark Sink seven (7). Mike Lyle was
culy elected Director.

Mark Sink requested his name not be added to any more ballots.

For Director for two year term, Lee Griffith had been nominated. Ruth
McIwraith was nominated from the floor. Ruth’s credentials were read by
Valerie McCormack. A motion was made and seconded to close the nominations.
The name of Ruth McIhwraith was added to the baliot. The ballots were collected



by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the counting. Sixby-six
(66) ballots were cast; thirty-four (34) were necessary to be elected. Lee Griffith
received forty-nine (49) and Ruth McIhwraith seventeen {17). Lee Griffith was
duly elected Director.

For Director for two year term, Mary Stewart had been nominated, There were
no nominations from the fAoor; the Membership elected Mary Stewart by voice
vote.

For Director for three year term, Hilarie Eckles had been nominated. Mr. MacFall
nominated Ken Curtis and Doris Hansel from the floor. A motion was made and
seconded to close the nominations. Ken Curtis and Doris Hansel were added to
the ballot. The ballots were collected by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in
attendance for the counting. Sixty-four (64) ballots were cast; thirty-three (33)
were necessary for election. Hilarie received fifty-seven (57), Ken Curtis four {4)
and Doris Hansel two (2). There was one iliegal vote. Hilarie Eckles was duly
elected Director.

For Director for a three year term, Mary Jo Lindsey had been nominated. There
were no nominations from the floor; the Membership elected Mary Jo Lindsey by
vioice vote.

For Director for a three year term, Raynelle Lankford had been nominated. Joey
Durrett was nominated from the floor. Joey's credentials were read by Eddie
Quinn on the Nominating Committes. A motion was made and seconded to close
the nominations. Joey Durrett was added to the ballot. The ballots were
collected by the Tellers with the Parliamentarian in attendance for the counting.
Sixty-four (64) baliots were cast; thirty-three (33) were necessary for election.
Raynelle received forty-five (45) and Joey received nineteen (19). Raynelle was
duly elected Director.

For the Delegates and Alternates, Kathy advised we could vote on the entire
sheet at one time or elect individually. There were nho nominations from the
floor. A motion was made and seconded to vote on the entire sheet of
Delegates and Alternates as submitted by the Nominating Committee. The
nominees were elected by the Membership by voice vote.

There being no further business coming before the meeting, the same adjourned
at 4:25 p.m.
